School bags burden
Don't we think the heavy

load of books carried by
children is painstaking,
especially when they have to
travel in crowded buses. It is
sad to see the children bending
forward with heavy loads on
their backs and struggling to
get into the buses and vans It
is imperative to lighten the
school bags. Instead of
splitting the books for terms,
it is better to reduce the
volume of books for each year
and to optimise the subjects
taught in a day. Of the seven
periods in a day, a maximum
of four subjects should be
taught so that the students
need carry only these books.
Teachers should be capable of
teaching lessons without
textbooks, especially subjects
such as sciences. However,
for language learning,
textbooks are essential and
not always avoidable. The key
to the problem is to reduce
the number of subjects
requiring textbooks, on a daily
basis, to the bare minimum
than to split up the books,
term-wise.

The baggage
disproportionate to the body
weight of the students poses
grave health problems to
them. It is cruel to make
students carry such
unbearable weight.Even some
teachers fail to understand
why parents carry the bag of
the children all the way to
school. Since each child has
around six subjects to study,
it will be helpful if just three
subjects are taught on a
particular day alternatively to
break the monotony. The next
day the remaining three
subjects can be taken up.

Don't we think, we are too
late to make a move to lessen
the daily burden of our
children. It would be better if
study tools were kept at
school. All activities of
learning must be completed at
school. At home, the children
should get complete
relaxation. Now our children
have no time to relax. After
and before school time, they
are rushing to the tuition
centre. This busy, stressful

childhood affects their
behaviour and personality.

The number of subjects for
each day should be limited.
Filing system that allows the
students to write on foolscap
paper should be adopted
instead of notebooks. This will
reduce the weight of the bags.

 Homework cannot be
done away with and it is not
practical to maintain two sets
of textbooks. A major portion
of the study is done at home.
This is the age of electronic
application and IT revolution.
CDs can be used to aid
teaching. As far as primary
classes are concerned,
textbooks may be duplicated
and a common workbook
system introduced. This can
be implemented from the
upper primary level. Politicians
and bureaucrats should do
something more than the
usual lip service.

Students may write their
notes on the paper and file
them in folders at home.
Similarly, they may write down
their homework on sheets of
paper and bring them to class.
They can show these folders
to their teachers periodically
and get them signed too. The
proposal to divide each
textbook into three volumes is
a welcome idea.

Parental pressure, criticism
and stiff competition are
making life difficult for
children. School authorities
should provide pure drinking
water. P.T.A., local bodies and
sponsors could be approached
to meet paucity of funds. The
timetable should be
reorganised to reduce the
number of subjects taught a
day. It would be helpful if the
number of papers were
reduced from the present 13
to seven. Unbreakable slates
should be introduced in
nursery and primary classes.
For higher classes, students
should maintain separate
folders for each subject
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 It is observed that many
children go into a panic during
examinations and suddenly
find that they can't recall the
information that they have
learned, or suffer from "brain
block". This is usually down
to the pressure children feel
to perform well, and so this
is likely to be made worse if
even more is riding on the
outcome of a singular test.

During exam time, it may
be impossible to avoid stress
altogether, however there
are lots of things you can do
to help alleviate as much
stress as possible. Many

students who experience
severe manifestations of exam
anxiety often need psychiatric
help. Over the past two or
three years, counsellors have
noticed that many students
complain that they are not able
to recall what they had
studied. For instance,
boosting children's confidence
and self-belief, helping them
let go of anxiety over things
they have no control over, and
helping them take some time
to relax! The examination
season is marked with sky-
high stress levels, anxiety,
pressure and tension on part
of both the students as well
as the parents. Parents often
feel like it is them who are
giving the examination instead
of the child. Lives begin to
revolve around a flurry of
tuitions and tuition teachers,
strict time-tables and
academics. We as parents
believe examinations to be the
most important aspect of a
child's life to the exclusion of
everything else and pass this
message along with the
tension to the child as well.

Some of the symptoms,
such as depression, not
interacting with others,
decrease in sleep and
appetite, fatigue and lack of
concentration, are indications
that a person needs medical
help. Exam-related
depression, black-outs and
suicides have become
alarmingly common. It is a
difficult task for a parent to
convey to their children the
importance of exams while
making sure that they do not
add to their children's stress
and at the same time handle
their own personal anxiety as
well. If parents and the school
can help students develop a
proper perspective on what
they want to pursue in life,
they will be better equipped
to respond to exam stress.
Due to their parental pressure
and peer competition, they
never get a time and chance
to focus on their passion and
never understand what they
want to become in future.
Children must be taught to
handle competitiveness in the
right frame of mind. Children

need freedom to choose the
subjects they wish to pursue
at higher secondary level.
Most of the time, students
are depressed and stressed
when they are forced by
parents to choose math or
science group.

Parents have a huge role
to play in managing exam
stress in children, especially
in today's world of cut-throat
competition and pressure on
children to perform. It is
natural for a parent to want
his/her child to have a great
result and high performance.
It is also natural for a parent
to be anxious about his child's
performance in examinations
to get into that elusive
college/university. However,
one of the most important
lessons we need our children
to learn is that success is a
process, not a destination
and that it has many
definitions, academic results
is just one of many
definitions of success. (B-15

Covid’s spirit
The ghost of Covid-19 continues to haunt India. Recently

published data from the Civil Registration System have offered
the first official indication of the extent of undercounting of
deaths during the pandemic. The official death toll from Covid-
19 in 2021 — the year of the deadly second or Delta wave of
the pandemic — was pegged at 3.32 lakh. Now, CRS data
show that it is likely to have been around 21 lakh — six times
more than the official estimate. The official mortality count for
2020 — 1.48 lakh — too is about three times less than what
the CRS data denote. The numbers could be higher still as not
all deaths are registered. During the pandemic, the fear of
social stigma had led many survivors to conceal the true cause
of demise. It must be pointed out that the possibility that India
was undercounting Covid-19 deaths had been raised repeatedly
by not only international organisations like the World Health
Organization — it put the number of ‘excess’ deaths in India in
2020 and in 2021 at about 47 lakh — but also by the national
and the international media. But the Narendra Modi
government’s response to these charges has been either
defensive or dismissive. The Union government’s reluctance
to comprehensively assess the pandemic’s true impact and its
casual approach to publishing critical demographic data — the
official total pandemic death count on the Covid-19 dashboard
of the Union ministry of health and family welfare still reads
5.33 lakh — are certainly informed by political imperatives.
This is shameful and self-defeating. This is because pandemics,
scientists have warned, are expected to get more frequent
and severe. A foolproof method of enumeration of the Covid-
19 outbreak could have been useful to not only assess the
possible impact of future public health crises but also devise
contingency plans to tackle them. While the registration of
data related to birth and death has improved in the country,
an effective causal analysis of death eludes the Civil Registration
System.

Heavy rains
forecast in Gujarat
for next five days
Ahmedabad, Even before

the official arrival of the
southwest monsoon in Gujarat,
heavy winds and
thunderstorms have been
predicted from May 21 to 26
due to the cyclonic circulation
formed in the Arabian Sea. The
Meteorological Department has
issued an orange and yellow
alert for district-wise rain. A
warning has also been issued
for fishermen for the next five
days. Meteorological expert
Paresh Goswami has
expressed the possibility that
the low pressure formed in the
Arabian Sea may turn into a
cyclone. However, the
Meteorological Department has
not yet released any official
details about the cyclone. The
Meteorological Department has
only predicted heavy rains.
Cyclonic circulation will turn
into a depression in 36 hours
According to Meteorological
Department Director A.K. Das,
a cyclonic circulation has
formed in the East Central
Arabian Sea. It is predicted to
become a low pressure in the
next 12 hours and turn into a
depression in the next 12
hours.  Due to which, thunder
and heavy winds have been
predicted in different districts
of Gujarat. There will be
scattered normal rain in
Gujarat for two days, after
which the intensity of the rain
is likely to increase.

Today, light to moderate
rains with lightning and wind
speed reaching 40-50 kmph
are likely at isolated places in
the districts of North Gujarat
region like Sabarkantha,
Aravalli, Kheda, Anand,
Panchmahal, Dahod and
Mahisagar. All the districts of
South Gujarat region like
Vadodara, Chhota Udepur,
Narmada, Bharuch, Surat,
Dang, Navsari, Valsad, Tapi
and Daman, Dadra and Nagar
Haveli are likely to experience
heavy rains at a few places.

Heavy rain is likely at
isolated places in districts
of South Gujarat region
like Chhota Udepur,
Narmada and Bharuch
tomorrow. Light to
moderate rain
accompanied by lightning
and light to moderate
thunderstorm with wind
speed reaching 40-50
kmph is likely at isolated
places in all districts of
North Gujarat.

How Op Sindoor is a shift in India’s strategic posture

After India and Pakistan
agreed to a ceasefire on
Saturday evening, the
intervening night of Sunday
and Monday remained largely
peaceful across Jammu and
Kashmir and other areas. The
army has said it was the first

calm night across the Line of
Control in 19 days. Many ask
why India repeatedly
emphasises the “non-
escalatory” nature of
operations such as Operation
Sindoor. The answer lies in a
significant shift in India’s

strategic doctrine.
I have explained to my

acquaintances abroad that
India is no longer willing to
tolerate terrorist strikes,
particularly those targeting
civilians. Each such attack is
now seen and treated as an
act of war. Operation Sindoor
marks a definitive departure
from previous practices. This
is not a tactical response but
a strategic transformation in
India’s approach to cross-
border terrorism.

The operation was a
calculated and precise strike
against terrorist infrastructure
in Pakistan and Pakistan-
occupied Jammu & Kashmir
(PoJK). It was neither directed
at Pakistani civilians nor
conventional military

establishments. From India’s
perspective, the operation
was complete in itself—hence
the emphasis on it being “non-
escalatory”. India did not seek
further military escalation or
engage in artillery duels, aerial
bombardments, or strikes on
air bases. Yet, Pakistan’s
response charted a different
course—diverging even from
its playbook during the Balakot
strikes in 2019.

Back then, the Pakistan Air
Force entered Indian airspace,
dropped ordnance near
military targets around
Srinagar causing negligible
damage, and swiftly
withdrew—claiming “parity” in
military action. The capture of
an Indian pilot and the loss of
a MiG-21 aircraft allowed

Pakistan to spin a narrative of
equivalence.

This time, the picture is
very different. Under
Operation Sindoor, there have
been no Indian violations of
the Line of Control (LoC) or
the international border, and
missile/drone strikes were
made deep into Pakistan and
PoJK without breaching these
lines. However, mil i tary
exchanges have entered a
new era, characterised by
precision-guided missiles,
armed and kamikaze drones,
and a robust deployment of
air defence systems. India’s
focus has been on
safeguarding its installations
and urban centres from
Pakistani aerial threats.

In fact, the pattern of

attacks by Pakistan—from
Jammu and Kashmir to
Gujarat—bears an uncanny
resemblance to December 3,
1971, when Pakistan’s assault
on Indian airfields opened the
Western front in the India-
Pakistan War. But this time,
the technological theatre was
entirely different. Pakistan’s
target set remained
unchanged, yet its efficacy
was minimal. India, in
response, undertook pinpoint
countermeasures to
neutralise launch pads of
drones, missi les, and
aircraft. Moreover, it has
systematically degraded
Pakistan’s air defence and
strike capabilities—this marks
a qualitative shift beyond
retribution.instead of notebooks.
